Writer’s Knowledge


Title as a question


Introduce reader to argument and why you are debating the issue


See argument form both sides


Avoid Bias (seeing argument for one side only)





Structure


An opening statement of the issue and preview of main arguments


Arguments for and supporting evidence


Argument against and supporting evidence


Recommendation summary and conclusion

Logical connectives—this shows, however, because








To try to persuade the reader to form an opinion, buy something, believe something





Structure


An opening statement


Arguments– a main point and more detail, facts, opinions


Summary and recap of main statement





Writer’s Knowledge


Use reasons, facts and evidence


Use strong positive language


Alliteration can make slogans memorable


Short sentences can help give emphasis


Make the reader think that everyone does this














To explain how something works or the way things are





Structure


General statement to introduce the topic


Information about the subject


Logical steps explaining how or why something works.

Use short clear sentences


Question titles are good, why do flowers have perfume?


Use technical vocabulary but  


        provide a glossary


Would diagrams, charts, pictures and tables help to explain?

Writer’s Knowledge


Details to bring event alive


Specific names of people, places and objects


Incidents to amuse and interest


Who, when, where, what and why





Structure


Set the scene, orientate the reader.


Retell the events as they happened.


A closing statement, what happened in the end.





Structure


A goal, what is going to be made or done:


List of ingredients/equipment


Sequenced steps


Diagrams and illustrations for clarity


Imperative (bossy) verbs


Chronological order


Numbers, letters or bullet points to order.





Writer’s Knowledge


Use short clear sentences


Make the instructions sound easy


Don’t use too much technical vocabulary or 


        provide a glossary

General introduction to what you are writing about


Each paragraph describes a different section e.g clothes, food, habits





Writer’s Knowledge


Be clear


Use tables, pictures and diagrams

Add comments to facts e.g ‘Armour must have been very hot and heavy!’
